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THE CHILDREN OF HORUS: THE HISTORY OF STUDYING THE IMAGE
OF GODS AND RELEVANCE OF THE THEME

This paper is a historiographical overview of the studies on the image
of the four interrelated gods. These gods, Hapi, Duamutef, Kebehsenuf
and Amseti, were called «The Children of Horus» in the ancient religious
texts. The majority of Egyptologists believe these gods were the protec-
tors of a deceased's organs. Some researchers point that this function
was not the only and probably not the main one. This problem relates to
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the insufficient study of the role of the gods in Ancient Egyptian mythol-
ogy. The analysis of the references on the Children of Horus is carried
out in this article. This historiographical overview can help to reveal the
existing gaps.

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THE CHILDREN OF HORUS: THE HISTORY OF STUDYING THE IMAGE
OF GODS AND RELEVANCE OF THE THEME

The aim of this paper is to review and analyze the known studies on
the Children of Horus and to draw up a comprehensive bibliography
on these gods.

Research methodology. The paper is the result of a substantial collection
of various data on the Children of Horus that has given an opportunity to
make a comprehensive bibliography on these gods. The studies on the
Children of Horus are considered with the method of the comparative
analysis in the chronological order.

Results. The result of this paper is an exhaustive review of the bibliogra-
phy on the Children of Horus. This review emphasized a large number
of unresolved or contentious issues in the references and accentuated
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the importance of more in-depth study of the role of gods. It also found
that there is not any case of all-round studies on the image of gods
nowadays. This stresses the importance of the new research of the image
of the Children of Horus and their role in Ancient Egyptian mythology
and ideology.

Novelty. The first attempt is made to collect the comprehensive bibli-
ography on the Children of Horus in this paper. The paper presents an
attempt to analyze the references on the issue and to reveal all the gaps.
The practical significance. Egyptologists may find the information contained
in this article useful for the interpretation the role of the Children of Horus
in Egyptian religion. The paper shows that more attention should be
paid to the role of these gods in the ancient Egyptian texts and other
sources (different from the canonic ones).
